Seaside General Plan: Opportunities for Early Childhood Toolkit

Seaside 2040 is a General Plan that maps out the goals, policies, and strategies to help meet
the City of Seaside’s long-term vision. The State of California requires all cities and counties
to have a General Plan. Since these plans are a roadmap for the future, Seaside 2040 is an
opportunity to ensure the inclusion of the early childhood development needs of residents,
employees, and employers.

Why Early Childhood Development

— A window of opportunity exists between birth to age
5. Investments in early childhood help create safe
and healthy communities.

— Parents, caregivers, and communities can have a
significant, positive effect on children’s early
experiences that will lay the foundation for
achievement, success, and happiness.

— In a recent study, comprehensive, high-quality, birth-
to-five early childhood programs for disadvantaged
children, yielded a 13% return on investment, per
child through better education, economic, health,
and social outcomes.'

Early Childhood Development: Local Needs and Opportunities

— 33% of working families have access to childcare.

— Only 41% of children aged 3 to 4 have access to preschool.”

— 87% of adults expressed a desire for their children to attend some form of child care or preschool.
Only half said their children were enrolled in such programs. The most cited reason for lack of
attendance was financial concerns.’

— In 2015, 28% of kindergarteners had the skills needed to be optimally ready for kindergarten.*

Use the points below when submitting comments or when attending the Joint Study Session on
January 24, 2018. If you have additional ideas, this is the time to voice them!

— Thank you to the leaders and staff of the City of Seaside for listening to the needs
identified by early childhood advocates and being a visionary in your approach to early
childhood development as both a short- and long-term solution for our community.

— Early childhood is incorporated in several elements of the draft General Plan, including
Land Use, Health and Sustainable Community, and Community. We applaud the current
version of Seaside 2040 as it looks to encourage the development of a range of child
care facilities both for child care in homes and public and private child care centers to
meet the needs of residents and employees within Goals LUD-8, HSC-2, and HSC-10.

— Examples of additional implementation ideas include:

o Ensuring support of license-exempt caregivers.
= These caregivers provide child care to many families working in the agricultural

and service industries. (Goal HSC-10)

o Pursuing comprehensive, holistic and integrated programing to serve
families by fostering collaboration between the city, county agencies,
and non-profits.

* Families across the county have asked for services that are intentionally
coordinated and have strong communication with one another. This type of
approach increases organizations’ effectiveness and promotes the likelihood of
healthy families. (Goal HSC-1)

o Building unique opportunities for learning into parks and other public
spaces for families.

» Talking is Teaching was recently adopted in Salinas where interactive panels will
be included in a new park to encourage parents and caregivers to talk with young
children—building early literacy and communication skills. (Goal HSC-2)

— Again, the incorporation of early childhood in Seaside’s General Plan is a progressive,
innovative way of caring for current citizens and the future of our community. Thank you
to the City of Seaside for your far-reaching look at city planning.
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
